Unmet Needs: The Office for the Aging maintains a list of “unmet needs.” These are requests for services which are currently in short supply or unavailable in Tompkins County.  Efforts are currently underway among service providers, including the Office for the Aging, to address a number of unmet needs on this list. 
· Home health aides and certified nurse aides
· Affordable, accessible housing, both subsidized and private sector
· Transportation services on evenings and weekends
· Funding for home repairs for low income households
· Medicaid funded Assisted Living Program (ALP)/Enhanced Assisted Living option, including a dementia unit, for low and moderate income individuals
· Increase in the Medicaid personal needs allowance for residents of skilled nursing facilities

· Assistance with routine checkbook balancing and bill paying for older adults in their homes

· Assistance setting up Powers of Attorney, Health Care Proxy, Wills and Estate Planning for persons with low income
· Power of Attorney and Health Care Proxy representation for individuals who lack family & friends
· Additional funding for LawNY to provide general legal services to assist low income individuals for such issues as understanding and addressing code violations, denial of benefits and housing issues.
· Assistance for de-cluttering homes for low income individuals
· Non-emergency grant money for mobile home owners who are ineligible for large home repair programs because they do not own the lot on which their home sits or their mobile home does not sit on a permanent foundation
· Wheelchair ramps for renters/affordable ramps for short term use

· Motorized wheelchair replacement

· Geriatricians and geriatric nurse practitioners
· Re-weatherization assistance when needed
· Behavioral health care for older adults in long term care facilities, including the option of structured group activities, therapy and close medication management which is now only available short term at Charles Cole Hospital (PA) or Rome, NY.
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
